The Radio shack

numbers may be out of date. The three terminals labeled
IN, O and ADG refer to the connections of a LM317
regulator IC.

The LM317 will always keep a constant 1.25 V
between the output and the adj. terminal. In this case I =
1.25V/R - so each 24 ohm resistor allows approximately a
constant 52 mAto flow to the load. The input voltage must
be at least 3 volts higher than the output voltage (from the
Fairchild datasheet) so the battery terminal voltage must be
at least three volts below the input voltage or the circuit will
not work (although there may be low dropout version -
you’ll have to check).

Does anyone know anything about the YMCARadio Club
inWinston-Salem in the 1920s?

Gentlemen,

I was doing research on some of the QSL cards in my
collection (from my late grandfathers) and came across the
web site for your club. I noted an essay written in 1934 that
describes your club as being started in 1930. If you were
not aware, there was apparently an amateur radio club
existing in Winston-Salem as early as 1923, and known as
the Y.M.C.A. Radio Club. I have attached an image of the
note with this email. Thought you might like to see it!

And another email fromWilson to Rick -

Hi,

What an artifact! I knew Bob Day as a friend of
Dad. His family ran a jewelry store downtown,
Fred N. Day Jewelers, I think. No doubt there are
many who knew the family still around. I never
heard of the Y club, but Tink may have. I'd also
search the news, of course. I'd love to see who was
in it and what gear they had. I'd be surprised if
Doug Lee was not involved at some time. He
bootlegged WSJS for a time and is written up in the
papers several times for that and the easter service.
Give me a ring sometime, or suggest a 75m sched.
The band is great in the mornings.

I’m going to do some digging on the YMCA radio club and see
what turns up. It will take a month or two since a trip to the
library and reading through 5 to 10 years worth of 1920’s
newspapers will be required. If anyone has any information I
would like to know it.

Great job on the old stuff...it's great to have and pass on if
there's anyone interested! Read your note to Don
Edwards re Winston Salem. Bob Day was a friend of my
dad's, but I never heard about the YMCA. I suggested a
contact to Don for followup.
One of your pictures shows a "homebrew receiver",
which is probably a transmitter. The meter with several
jacks to plug it into was very typical of the times, when
meters were expensive and most people had to get
multiple uses for each one. If you get a copy of the 1936
Jones Radio Handbook, you'll see a lot of stuff like this.
The big tube, large layout, and big tuning components
are xmtr all the way.
I have one '30s rack rig I'm restoring. The final is
running, with about 300W input to an 810. I'll be raising
the B+ to 2500 and running up to 750Weventually.
