Home on the Range -or-
AVersatile Portable Dipole Antenna

When backpacking and mountain topping it is always best
to have a simple and easy antenna to erect. I finally devised
an antenna system that works well. It is best described by
looking at the photos. The perf board has brass threads
(screws with the heads cut off) soldered to it, the coax (RG-
174) is attached and secured with dental floss and “hot

glue”. The big hole at the top is for attaching rope to raise
the antenna … the small holes are for retention of the “hot
glue”. The legs of the antenna end with a piece of brass
tubing crimped and soldered to a brass nut. When in the
field you simply screw the pieces together and raise the
antenna. The beauty of this system is that you can make
several antennas and interchange them for 80, 40, 20, 15,
10 meters … or other bands without having to rig another
coax cable. I use this antenna together with a 3-section 18
foot (collapses down to 6 feet) pole from Home Depot.
For QRP many think RG-174 is “lossy” … it works just
fine, many contacts have been made with only 2.5 watts.
