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Tour to Tanglewood 2012

On Saturday and Sunday, September 15 and 16, an
estimated 1,600 cyclists will ride routes ranging
from 5 to 100 miles in this year!ls Tour to
Tanglewood, an MS ride. It!s the largest annual
public service and field training activity for Forsyth
County hams.

The new route maps haven!t been published yet.
Based on last year!s operation welll need 19
operators on Saturday and 17 on Sunday to provide
radio coverage for the eventls directors, support
vehicles and rest stop crews. Net control stations
and mobile operators will have full-day shifts. Rest
stop operators work while their assigned rest stop is
open" 2, 3 or 6 hours depending on route position.
So volunteer for the weekend, for one day, or for a
few hours as your schedules permit.

All licensed hams can participate; prior ARES
membership is not required. Welll be operating on
2-Meter FM; 5-watt HTs are sufficient if used with
physical ¥4 wave or higher gain antennas. Rubber
ducks can!t handle the distances involved. 10-watt
or more powerful mobile units are more effective at
the rest stops, and mobile units with mag-mount
antennas and 12-volt (cigarette lighter) power plugs
are required for use in the event vehicles.

Forsyth County ARES
3 Mountain Madness, 03 June 2012
After Action Report
by Jim WA4NOT
A. Preparation

1. Richard Nifong, the event safety director, requested
ARES participation about 2 % months in advance of the
event. Since that period included three Forsyth
Amateur Radio Club meetings and 11 ARES nets, the
lead-time allowed good recruiting and planning. We
had a full complement of ARES operators to staff the
event.

2. Harry Wilson, event director, also gave us PDF copies
of his safety plan, volunteer instructions, route maps,
turn-by-turn cue sheets and staffing list. The last was a
sample using last year!s times and names; he finished
and provided this year!s list 10 days before the event.
Volunteer instructions included detailed sheets for the
various event duty stations; these gave us good
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background information about their expectations for
ham radio support. All documents were forwarded to
ARES participants by email attachment .

3. Since the 3 routes (41 miles, 75 miles or 95 miles "
riders! choice) were the same as last year, the
preliminary maps were sufficient. Two changes were
discovered in the cue sheets; these were penciled in as
needed.

4. Sauratown Mountain, the middle of the three
mountains to be ridden, houses the three repeaters ,
145.47, 146.79 and 145.25, designated for primary and
backup use. In addition, primary and alternate NCS
stations tested 145.13 route coverage.

5. The ARES net used 2-meter repeater communication.
No VHF simplex, UHF or HF circuits were included.
ARES Operators who also had CB radios were station at
the summit turn-around points of the three mountains to
provide VHF net and inter-cycle relays for CB-equipped
motorcyclists patrolling the routes.

Action

1. The requested radio support points and routes were in
hill and valley terrain. HT and mobile antennas worked
well. CB coverage is marginal in this; so the relay
stations were necessary links.

2. VHF HT and mobile antennas worked well enough at
most locations, but the Hanging Rock rest stop required
a portable, high-gain antenna to reach the repeaters
withan HT.

3. Tactical call signs were used successfully.

4. Traffic volume was light due to the size of the event,
about 520 riders, and the relatively cool weather which
prevented heat exhaustion cases. Most radio traffic
dealt with identification and location of the last riders on
the various course loops.

5. ARES operators rode with the event and safety
directors and all other SAG vehicles. The supply truck
driver declined aradio operator.

6. Mutual assistance was provided by Robert KJ4ARW,
Davie County, at Rest Stop 2 plus Robert KD4TVE and
Ken WZ4WW who rode with the Gold Wing motorcycle
support unit.

7. Forsyth ARES hams participating were Dan KG4ECI,
Eric WKACW, Dale WB9SZL, David KJ4OIL, #oc$
WBA4QIZ, John NOKTY, Henry W2DZO, Tim KF4HHG,
Jerry WA4ZKI, Steven KG4JWU, Van KC4WSK, Carl
N4PAA, Terry AK4D, Don WS4NC and Jim WA4NOT.

8. Many thanks to all hams involved. The race directors
were impressed with the communications value of ham
radio.



C. Lessons Learned

1. First syllables were lost from many transmissions.
Remember to pause briefly between pressing the PTT
button and beginning to speak. Forexample, a silent#,
2$count before speaking allows the repeater to engage.

2. The Hanging Rock turnaround point is in an RF
shadow with respect to Suaratown Mountain. Moving
the Hanging Rock relay station to higher ground would
improve repeater contact , but would require man-
packing equipment up from the summit parking lot.

3. All operators should carry HTs when away from their
mobile units. While a standard HT antenna will not
transmit effectively from some parts of the route, radio
calls can be heard, allowing an operator to return to his
vehicle to respond to net control.

4. Some assigned points, especially Rest Stop 1, are
very noisy when a large group of cyclists are present.
Headphones, or at least ear buds, will help with
reception.

5. The primary and both alternate repeaters are located
on Sauratown Mountain. This insures similar coverage
patterns if the primary repeater fails. But weather
damage or electrical failure on Sauratown could knock
out all three repeaters. An alternate repeater at a
different site should be included in the operations plan.

6. To aid in dispatching SAGs, operators in event
vehicles should advise NCS when they arrive at a rest
stop or other fixed point and advise NCS when leaving
that point.

7. NCS should be given a #maneuvering board$or large
scale map showing the entire event route on which to
mark the locations of all participating operators.

8. We should suggest to the event director and safety
director that SAGs, when not answering a call for rider
assistance, should be stationed at critical route junctions
such as the point at which the 41-mile course separates
from the longer courses.
